We have two key national day events - our 31 August 2018
Hari Merdeka and Hari Malaysia on 16™ September 2018
during this period of publication. Suffice to say, MBAM is
also feeling patriotic and we are contributing towards nation
building and Corporate Social Responsibility through our
involvement in building two houses for the Orang Asli in
Semenyih between 28" and 30" September 2018.

Solving Manpower Issues Key to Industry
Sustainability

Moving forward, contractors are once again
faced with many challenges especially with
regards to manpower and foreign workers’
recruitment. We hope the Government would
consider to conduct a final round of the
successful Re-hiring Programme which ended in
June since a sizeable number of undocumented
workers are still not getting their green cards

to work here.

We recommend that foreign workers who are
already 45 years old be given an extension of
10 years instead of the normal five years while
those below 45 years old be given an extension
of 10 years plus five. These foreign workers are
already skilled having been trained here and it
would take a long time to train replacements.
Another cost-savings measure that the
Government should initiate is to require foreign
workers to have their skilled accreditation done
in their home countries.

Furthermore, it would have been better if the
Government were to consider granting a
three-year grace period before deciding on a
plan to increase the levy. It makes sense to
allow the current uncertain market scenario to
stabilise before approving a hike in levy that
would only cause an increase in the cost of
doing business.
